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Contest Rules

1. All contests will be limited to 12 contestants. Contestants must be registered as a Magician at the SEAM 2002 convention.  There must be at least 3 contestants in each category for 2nd Prize to be awarded.

2. There are FOUR categories of entry.  Senior Stage, Senior Close-Up, Junior Stage, Junior Close-Up.

3. In each of the Senior Stage and Close-Up competitions, there will be a First-Place ($200 Cash) and a Second-Place ($50 Magic Merchandise Certificate) awarded.   In each of the Junior Stage and Close-Up competitions, there will be a First-Place ($200 Magic Merchandise Certificate) and a Second-Place ($50 Magic Merchandise Certificate) awarded. The Juniors must be age 18 or under at the time of SEAM 2002 Junior Competitions. Valid ID will be required.  In order to participate in the World Magic Seminar, they must between the ages of 13-19 at the time of that event.

4. The Merchandise certificates will be redeemable at one of the following: Chalet Magic, Klamm Magic or Daytona Magic.

5. There is a $5.00 entry fee for each of the competitions.  The entry fee must be included with your contest entry form,  and can be included with your registration.

6. Contestants will be selected on the basis of first-postmarked entries as received by the Contest Chairman.  Deadline for entering a contest will occur when 12 applications are received or one hour before the contest if there are less than 12 contestants.

7. No contestant will be allowed rehearsal time at the convention.

8. In the Close-Up competition, Contestants may be required to perform in as many as THREE rooms and will be responsible for striking their own sets.  In the Stage competition, stagehands will be available to help strike your set.  Set-Up Time will be provided in both the stage and close-up competitions, but no more than five minutes.

9. Contestants performing to music must bring their own cassette tapes or CD’s.

10. Sound personnel responsibility will be limited to STARTING your music as your act begins and STOPPING your music when your act ends.

11. All contestants must attend (or be disqualified) the pre-contest meeting as specified by the Contest Chairperson.  The pre-contest meeting time will be included in your convention packet and will most likely be 45 minutes before the actual contest time.

12. A selected committee will judge contestants. Committee decisions will be final.

13. Due to facility restrictions, NO flame larger than a candle will be allowed. Matches, Lighters and Candles are okay. 

14. Be very aware of your use of “Blue” or “Adult” material. Your score may be penalized for such use.

15. You will be judged on a TEN-point scale in FOUR categories (Technique, Presence, Originality, Audience Reaction) and FIVE points in TWO categories (Dress/Costuming and Time Limit).

16. Performing order will be randomly assigned.

17. Eight (8) minutes will be allowed for each performer in the close-up competition, and Twelve (12) minutes in the stage competition. A FIVE-POINT deduction will be made for exceeding the time limit.  In the Stage Contest, the timer will begin when the curtain opens.  In the Close-Up Contest, the timer will begin when your first word is spoken, your music starts or the timing-judge determines you have begun performing if one of the two prior events is not clear.

18. Your score sheets will be mailed to you.  A meeting with the judges will not be available.  The winners of the Close-Up Competition will be announced at the Friday Night Stage Competition.  The winners of the Stage Competition will be announced at the Saturday Evening Show.

19. The winner of the Senior Stage Competition will perform on the Saturday evening show.

20. The winner of the Senior Close-Up Competition will perform on the Saturday afternoon Close-Up show.
