World Magic Seminar Sponsorship Junior Competition

We are very excited about our connection with World Magic Seminar.  The World Magic Seminar in an ongoing effort to promote youth in the performance of quality magic has joined with the South Eastern Association of Magicians to promote youth in the performance of quality magic.  For a number of years, the WMS has held contest for teenage stage and close-up magic in alternate years.  In 2002, the WMS will be presenting BOTH teenage stage and close-up contests and will extend each event over two days to allow up to 30 contestants in each contest.

In order to expand the opportunity for gaining entry into the WMS teenage contests, the WMS is inviting the SEAM 2002 to select contestants through the sponsorship of a teen magic contest at our convention.  Although the attendee must still register for the The World Magic Seminar, this means that The World Magic Seminar will guarantee the winner of our contest a spot in either the 2002 WMS teen stage or close-up contest thereby BYPASSING the audition process normally required for the World Magic Seminar.  

The first, second and third place winners (at the local level) will receive an attractive prize medallion from the World Magic Seminar.  Our first place finisher will then be entered in the WMS contest as the South Eastern Association of Magicians Club entry in order to recognize the winner and the SEAM for its efforts in the promotion of youth in magic.  The contestants at the WMS participate in a special luncheon with Lance Burton and also attend Lance’s show as his guests.  In addition to the valuable exposure contestants gain from appearing in Las Vegas, they will have the opportunity to meet and talk with magic celebrities at the luncheon and at the seminar.  An appearance at the Seminar has been the career springboard for a number of previous contestants.  Participation in a WMS contest is a never-to-be-forgotten experience for a teenage performer.

There must be at least SIX contestants in each of the junior contests.  If not, a junior must finish with one of the three highest scores in the combined scoring of both the Senior and Junior Divisions with minimum of SIX contestants in each of the stage and close-up contests.
